The DAMA is an employer-sponsored visa program
which comes under the Temporary Skill Shortage
visa (Subclass 482 labour agreement stream).
Individual workers cannot apply independently.

How to apply for a SA DAMA

The following diagram outlines the end-to-end process and parties responsible for each process stage.
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1. Employer applies for DAR endorsement via the Skilled & Business Migration Portal

2. DAR undertakes assessment for endorsement

3. DARissues a Letter of Endorsement to the employer and notifies Department of Home Affairs

4. Employer requests DAMA Labour Agreement with the Department of Home Affairs

5. Department of Home Affairs assesses Labour Agreement application and notifies employer of outcome

6. Employer proceeds to lodge nomination and nominee lodges visa application with Department of
Home Affairs.
